Safe Environment Curriculum 2019-2020 School Year – 4th Grade
TITLE:  It’s Ok to Tell 

OBJECTIVES: 

Students will learn about the importance of telling a trusted adult if they see anything online that makes them feel sad, scared or confused. They will complete a craft activity and participate in a sing-along to remind them of this rule.

Lesson time – 25 minutes

ITEMS NEEDED: 
■	It’s Ok to Tell video


TELL STUDENTS: 
 We’re going to watch a video about a boy named Webster who doesn’t want to tell his trusted adults about something he saw online. As we watch the video, think about why Webster doesn’t want to tell. 

SHOW THE VIDEO:  “It’s OK to Tell” video.

TELL STUDENTS: The children in the video had to be reminded that it’s OK to tell. Why do you think they didn’t tell right away? (Possible answers: They were afraid they would get in trouble; they were too scared; they didn’t think anyone could help them; they were confused.) 
Who are some of the people in your life that you could tell if something like this happens? 
(List the people on the board)
What about these people make you feel comfortable telling them? 
(possible answers: listens to you, helps you, makes you feel safe, teaches you things, helps you when you’re scared, doesn’t get mad when you tell them how you feel, etc.)
