Reading research notes that the volume
and quality of independent reading have a direct correlation to overall student achievement. The
summer reading program offers the student a wonderful opportunity to expand his/her reading
experiences.

Students must read 3 books before the start of school: one Religious selection (for Religion class, one
Historical Fiction selection (for Social Studies) and one student selected novel for Literature class.

3. Literature Novel: (grades 6,7,8)

There is no recommended list of books from which to choose. Students may select the book they want
to read. However the following criteria must be applied: parent approval required, must be on grade
level, and no graphic novels allowed. There are lots of lists of books for middle schoolers online. And
the personnel at Barnes and Noble are knowledgeable and helpful.

The Summer Literature Novel Activity will be posted on the CTKCS website. This activity was
introduced in class during the last weeks of school to ensure that each student understands what is
expected.

Enjoy the summer reading a book in the shade of a tree, poolside, under a
beach umbrella, in an ENO or any other location of your choice!!
