2" Sunday in Ordinary Time
January 18, 2026

It’s common to hear belief in Jesus and the Church mocked as blind
faith and credulity. But in reality, it is deeply human and rational.
Think about it: we rely on the testimony of others constantly. I trust
chemists who certify the safety of toothpaste and cleaning products.
I trust engineers when I use a microwave or drive over a bridge.
Why? Because they have studied and seen what [ have not, and their
testimony proves itself in daily life. That kind of trust is not
irrational; it is how human knowledge works. In today’s Gospel,
John the Baptist declares: “Now I have seen and testified that he
is the Son of God” (John 1:34). That is the language of an
eyewitness. It invites us into a very human act: trusting someone
who has directly encountered something — or Someone — we have
not yet fully seen ourselves. The Church’s faith is built on this kind
of reliable sight-based testimony. The Apostles did not make
abstract claims. They saw, followed, suffered for, and proclaimed
Jesus Christ. Over centuries, their witness — carried in Scripture,
in the lives of the saints, and in the sacramental life of the Church
— has proven dependable. We come to know its truth by assenting
to it, by living and studying it, praying with it, trusting it. Faith in
Christ is not a childish leap into the dark. It is a step into the light
of testimony that proves itself over time.

DEVOTIONS, EXPLAINED!

The Angelus

The incarnation of Christ changed the life of every Christian person
who ever lived. Reflecting on that moment in salvation history is an
opportunity for grace, growth and peace. Who wouldn’t want that
every day, or even three times every day? The Angelus is composed of
three antiphons which narrate the annunciation, each followed by the
recitation of a Hail Mary (a prayer that itself contains the “angelic
greeting” of the angel Gabriel). Its name is derived from the first words
of the prayer in Latin. This devotion was developed over the course of
several centuries and is rooted in the ancient practice of saying three
Hail Marys in the evening. Historically, people were called to prayer
by the ringing of church bells — “the Angelus bells.” Most people who
recite the Angelus do so daily at noon, though it is often said in the
morning, at noon and in the evening.

The-Angelus

La encarnacién de Cristo cambié la vida de cada persona
cristiana que jamas haya existido. Reflexionar sobre ese
momento de la historia de la salvacion es una oportunidad para
la gracia, el crecimiento y la paz. ;Quién no querria eso todos
los dias, o incluso tres veces al dia? El Angelus se compone de
tres antifonas que narran la anunciacién, cada una seguida por
el rezo de un Ave Maria (una oracién que a su vez contiene el
"saludo angélico" del angel Gabriel). Su nombre se deriva de
las primeras palabras de la oracién en latin. Esta devocién se
desarrollé a lo largo de varios siglos y tiene sus raices en la
antigua practica de rezar tres Avemarias por la noche.
Histéricamente, la gente era llamada a la oracién por el sonido
de las campanas de la iglesia: "las campanas del Angelus®. La
mayoria de las personas que recitan el Angelus lo hacen
diariamente al mediodia, aunque a menudo se dice por la
maifiana, al mediodia y por la noche.

Iniciamos hoy el Tiempo Ordinario. Tendremos cinco domingos
en los que los textos del evangelio nos presentaran la imagen de
Jestis en su vida publica. Sus milagros, sus curaciones y sus
ensefianzas, sin duda, nos invitardn a un cambio radical del
corazdn. Eso es precisamente lo que se busca: que sigamos el
ejemplo de Juan Bautista, el primer testigo de Jesus, quien hoy
nos lo presenta como el “Cordero de Dios”. Juan deja claro que
€l no es el Mesias esperado. Quiere que reconozcamos a Jesus
como la luz que existia desde siempre: “AAi viene el Cordero de
Dios, el que quita el pecado del mundo” (Juan 1:29). Jests quita
el pecado del mundo, pero es necesario trabajar con esfuerzo
para que esto se haga realidad: trabajar por la justicia y por la
paz, comenzando por uno mismo. El Papa Leén X1V, desde su
pontificado, nos llama a buscar la justicia y la paz, y nos dice:
“Es la hora del amor. Fui elegido sin ningiin mérito y, con temor
y temblor, vengo a ustedes como un hermano que desea hacerse
siervo de la fe y de la alegria, caminando con ustedes por el
camino del amor de Dios, que nos quiere a todos unidos en una
unica familia” (Domingo 18 de mayo de 2025). Animados con
esta confianza, seamos testigos de fe y alegrfa, anunciando al
mundo la Buena Noticia del Sefior Jesus. Con estos dos ejemplos
de vida, Juan Bautista y el Papa Leon XIV, demos la batalla por
alcanzar un mundo donde reinen la paz y la esperanza.

PRACTICING CATHOLIC

Behold the Lamb

“Behold the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world.”

Be honest. When the priest or deacon read this line from the Gospel
today. did your brain [inish it with: “Blessed are those who are called
to the supper of the Lamb™? (Mine did. And then I almost blurted out:
“Lord. I am not worthy that you should enter under my roof. but only
say the word and my soul will be healed.” Because it's Sunday
morning. and I'm tired.) We hear the words of John the Baptist every
Sunday in the Agmus Dei. I you have been Catholic since childhood.
the words of this rite are probably ingrained in your memory, like a
groove worn across a wooden floor by the scratching of an often-used
chair. That's the beautiful thing about our liturgy: it gets inside of you,
and it doesn’t leave. I've never met a Catholic. however long-[allen-
away. who did not recall the responses of the Mass. When the priest
says or chants the Agnus Dei. he is showing us the Host — the most
ordinary-looking thing you ever did see. Nothing interesting about it
whatsoever. Nothing that would make a person give it a second glance.
John the Baptist recognizes Jesus when he sees him., though there is
nothing extraordinary-looking about him. There is nothing that would
make a person give Jesus a second glance. if that person expected
redemption to come in a loud. aggressive show of power. And this is
how Jesus comes to us today: veiled in the ordinary. He is in the people
who are casiest to miss, the casiest to ignore. the casiest from whom it
is to turn away. Consider what the world could look like, if an instinct
to love and reverence those people were as deeply ingrained in us as
the beautiful words so casily on our lips: ~Lord. | am not worthy that
you should enter under my roof. but only say the word and my soul
will be healed.”

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

Play That One Again

How many times have you sung the church song, “Here [ Am, Lord™?
If you grew up Catholic and are around my age (still 50!). the answer
is more than you can count. The song that quotes various verses of
Scripture is sung using guitar, piano. or organ, by cantors and choirs,
in traditional and modern churches. It is truly a Catholic greatest hit of
the modern Church. The question is how many times when singing the
refrain have you really taken to heart what you were singing. “Here |
am, Lord: is it I, Lord? I have heard you calling in the night.” Like the
biblical figure Samuel, we are responding 1o the call of God by asking
for clarification that we are indeed the one being called. We then
follow up the question with a profound statement: I will go if You
lead me.” It is profound because we are pledging to our God that we
are willing to go wherever He wants. We are accepting the challenge
put forth in the U.S. Bishops’ pastoral letter, “Stewardship: A
Disciple’s Response.™ to become mature disciples who respond to the
call of Jesus Christ regardless of the cost. We have sung this pledge
repeatedly for many years. We never have any idea what God will call
us to do and where to go. Sometimes the request can ask us for quite a
lot. Hopefully. we respond like a mature disciple. If not, maybe we
should reflect more the next time this song is played. The melody will
not allow for the words, I will see if I am busy and then decide to go
if you lead me.” Then again, [ don’t want to sing that to God, the source
of all life anyway. Do you?

LIVE THE LITURGY

Do we recognize Christ when we see him? Do we have the courage to
point him out. to show others who he is? John cried out so the whole
world could hear: “He is the Son of God.™ Always and everywhere, let
us do the same.

aunque no hay nada extraordinario en él. No hay nada que haga que
una persona le dé una segunda mirada a lests. si esa persona espera
que la redencion venga en una demostracion de poder ruidosa y
agresiva.
