VIRTUES, EXPLAINED! — CONNECT WITH TRADITION AND
GROW YOUR FAITH

Patience, Explained!

In treating others with a spirit of patience. said Pope Francis, we “look at
them ... with God’s gaze. knowing how to distinguish their faces from their
faults.” “Rushing and impatience are enemies of .spiritual life.” he
continued. “God is love, and those who love do not tire, they are not
irascible; they do not give ultimatums. God is patient. God knows how to
wait.” Patience is sometimes referred to as being “annexed” to the moral
virtue of fortitude. In practicing patience, we bear any kind of suffering for
a greater good. St. Thomas Aquinas describes patience as a means to
“safeguard the good of reason against sorrow, lest reason give way to
sorrow™ (Sum. lI-11, 136, Art. 1). The virtue of patience is a fruit of the Holy
Spirit (Galatians 5:22), and as Christians who have received the Holy Spirit
we are called to “be patient in tribulation™ (Romans 12:12) and to “preach
the message (of Christ) ... with great patience” (2 Timothy 4:2).

Paciencia, ; Explicada!

Al tratar a los demas con un espiritu de paciencia. dijo ¢l Papa Francisco
“los miramos... con la mirada de Dios. sabiendo distinguir sus rostros de sus
faltas". "La prisa y la impaciencia son enemigas de la vida espiritual”,
continué. "Dios es amor, y los que aman no se cansan, no son irascibles; no
dan ultimitum. Dios es paciente, Dios sabe esperar”. A veces se hace
referencia a la paciencia como "anexada” a la virtud moral de la fortaleza.
Al practicar la paciencia, soportamos cualquier tipo de sufrimiento por un
bien mayor. Santo Tomas de Aquino describe la paciencia como un medio
para "salvaguardar el bien de la razon contra el dolor, para que la razon no
ceda al dolor" (Sum. II-11, 136, art. 1). La virtud de la paciencia es un fruto
del Espiritu Santo (Gdlatas 5:22), y como cristianos que hemos recibido el
Espiritu Santo estamos llamados a "ser pacientes en la tribulacién”
(Romanos 12:12) y a "predicar el mensaje (de Cristo) ... con gran paciencia”
(2 Timoteo 4:2).

En Jesas se cumplen todas las promesas de Dios. Las palabras
de Isafas en la primera lectura nos lo dicen: "El pueblo que
habitaba en las tinieblas vio surgir una luz brillante”. El gozo se
multiplicd y la alegria aumento. La razén de la alegria del pueblo
es sencilla: se rompio el yugo que los oprimia. Experimentar la
libertad es algo maravilloso, y se puede gozar de muchas formas:
desde una enfermedad, a quedar sano; de estar encarcelado, y ser
puesto en libertad; de relaciones no buenas, a romper con ellas.
En fin, existen muchos ejemplos. Pero hay uno que debemos
seguir muy de cerca: “'La gente que vivia en la oscuridad ha visto
una luz muy grande; una luz que ha brillado para los que viven
en lugares de sombras de muerte” (Mateo 4:16). ;En nuestra
vida, cuales son los lugares de sombra y de muerte? ;Dénde debe
entrar la luz que ilumine nuestra existencia? La conversion del
corazén debe ser la guia que oriente el timon de nuestra vida.
San Pablo nos indica una de tantas direcciones: que no haya
divisiones entre nosotros, sino, por el contrario, que exista
concordia entre las familias y la comunidad. Claramente nos
recuerda que pertenecemos a Cristo. La clave esta en saber vivir
de acuerdo con el Evangelio. El Papa Ledn XIV nos ofrece
pautas seguras para llegar a Cristo: “Ayidense los unos a los
otros a construir puentes con el didlogo, con el encuentro,
uniéndonos todos para ser un solo pueblo, siempre enpaz". “La
humanidad neces:ta de El como puente para ser alcanzada por
Dios, por su amor’”.

Sea of Galilee Moments

Young or old, believer or non-believer, rich or poor, healthy or sick: it
doesn’t matter who we are. It doesn’t matter what our life looks like. If
we are a human being, if we have a soul, we stand on the shore of a
great and powerful sea, a net in our hands and a hunger in our soul.So
what’s in the sea? I don’t know about yours, but mine is filled with
feelings of inadequacy. It’s filled with fear and resentment and
confusion. It’s filled with misplaced pride. It’s deep. It’s dark. It’s well-
stocked. [ cast my net, over and over again. What else is there to do? If
I draw back a harvest, it can sustain me for days, weeks, maybe even
years. The nourishment of the sea can keep away the hunger pangs —
for a time. You can survive on fear and resentment and pride if it’s all
you have. You'll never feel full, and you’ll never be strong, but you'll
survive on what the world can offer you — so long as you keep coming
back to the shore. This is where Jesus finds us. If I close my eyes. | can
picture the moments exactly, all of them: my Sea of Galilee moments. |
could describe them to you — the day, the year, what was happening in
my life, what | wanted and what [ needed and what gnawing hunger had
brought me. once again, limping, crawling back to the shore. But you
wouldn’t understand my Sea of Galilee moments, just like | wouldn’t
understand yours. There is only one who understands, and his is the
voice we heard, clear and strong: “Put down the net, and come with

EVERYDAY STEWARDSHIP

So, the NFL season is almost over. Only the Super Bow! remains. For
some fans, the season is already over since their team is now sitting at
home. It is amazing the allegiance some people have to their teams.
Some people bleed Green Bay green and yellow or believe the only
team is supposedly America’s team, the Dallas Cowboys. Of course, if
you are reading this outside the States, perhaps you live and breathe a
team like the New Zealand All Blacks or the Calgary Flames. In the
early church, people took their allegiance to certain leaders to an
extreme. Paul chastised them for thinking that the baptism of one
community or the teachings of a certain leader were superior to the
anything else in this new movement of Jesus followers. He reminded
them that there is to be no division in Christ and that all things flow
from Christ, not from the leaders in the community. Those who follow
Jesus are one body of Christ: a place where there is no room for
competition or condescension. Sometime our stewardship efforts in a
parish become all about the parish. We seek to get people to do more
stuff and give more money and we lose sight of why we live a
stewardship way of life in the first place: Jesus. It is wonderful to watch
our parishes grow into more vibrant communities that lead people to
Jesus. We should rejoice to be in such a parish family. But one day there
will be no parishes and those who have received his gifts freely and
have followed him will live with Christ as one forever. In your
stewardship, always keep Jesus as the main thing.

Momentos del Mar de Galilea
