



WHAT ARE THE LAST RITES
AND WHEN SHOULD THE FAMILY CALL THE PRIEST

Most Catholics know that when someone is in danger of death a priest should be called to administer the “Last Rites.”  What are the Last Rites?  The Last Rites include three of the sacraments and a special indulgence for the dying.  The three sacraments are Confession, the Anointing of the Sick and Holy Communion.  The special indulgence is a plenary indulgence that is offered to a dying person to grant them a complete forgiveness of all punishment owed because of their sins.  The Last Rites are a beautiful gift and help to the dying person on  their way to the Kingdom of God.

It is important to call the priest while the sick person is still conscious so that they may make a confession and be able to consume the Body of Jesus.  If possible, we should not wait until the person is unconscious or dead to call the priest.
